Scope of Work:

e Administer engaging and evidence-based water resource and watershed protection and
environmental science curriculum to students provided by ASAS or outside academic
partners

e Ensure all lesson materials are prepared for the day

e Engage students using attention grabbers, ice breakers and team builders to build a sense of
community

e Attend required academic curriculum trainings/meetings
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e Lead Classes and Students while maintaining a culture of high expectations and student
accountability during academic time

during academic period

e Set structure and clear limits to ensure a safe learning environment

guardians
